Academic Year 2021/2022 Dates

Term 2 – Twinkle, Twinkle Little Star 

Now that we have settled into school life, we will be kick-starting the term with 
the topic of ‘Twinkle, Twinkle Little Starô. We will be exploring all things space 
and the universe with our very own astronaut training and learning all about 
who Neil Armstrong is and why he is important. We will also be learning all 
about the planets, the sun, and the moon. 
As Christmas gets nearer, we will be thinking about how the people from the 
nativity of Jesus may be feeling at this very busy time. We will also be linking 
our ideas and understanding to help answer the big question ‘Why do  
Christians perform Nativity plays at Christmas?ô in RE. 
In English we will be looking at our favourite rhymes, riddles and songs and 
seeing if we can create our very own space diary from our adventures in the 
universe.  
In mathematics we will continue on our place value quest, looking at numbers 
within 20. We will also be exploring 2D and 3D shapes alongside pattern.

Willows topic this term is The Navigator 

Join us on our adventures as we navigate our way travelling around the world 
on different transport. Through literacy we will be writing adventure stories, 
sending postcards and writing diaries of our adventures. On our journey we will 
be meeting Santa and writing letters to him persuading him how good we’ve 
been and informing him of what we would like for Christmas.  

In history the focus will be exploring and researching various transport types 
through famous historical inventors and their inventions, e.g. The Wright  
Brothers, and modern navigators of space through Tim Peake.  

Continuing the transport topic children will use their imagination and creativity 
to design and build various vehicles with moving parts.  

In science we will be continuing our science topic on everyday materials 
through investigations. 

RE this term focuses on the question ‘Why does Christmas matter to  

Christians?’ 
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Elms 

 
This term we are continuing to find out about Invaders and Settlers. We are finding 
out about our country, where it is and what it is like in geography. We are going to 
find out more about who invaded and settled in Britain as part of our history work. We 
are going to develop our sewing skills further in design technology and art and will 
think about the question ‘Can sewing be Art?’ 
 

Throughout the term we will be developing our reading and writing skills, this term we 
will pay particular attention to writing in full sentences, including detail and description 
to add interest to our work. We will also be thinking about how we can use para-
graphs to structure our writing.  

 
In mathematics we are continuing to build on our written and mental methods for ad-
dition and subtractions to further our skills. 

 
Within science we are going to be answering the question ‘Are all rocks and soils the 
same?’ 

In our religious education lessons we are going to be exploring the question ‘ What is 
important for Sikh people?’ 

 

Within computing we are going to learn about algorithms. 

Sycamores 

 

The Sycamores started off the school year off with a Greek adventure. We have read 
and learned about Greek myths, what makes a Greek myth and what we like about 
Greek myths. This term we are going to write our own Greek myth using everything 
we have learnt. We have spent our first term exploring the geography of Greece and 
how it compares to Dover. This term we will continue to investigate why the Greeks 
were such an important influence on the western world and the legacy of their culture 
on the Britain of today. We will be creating our own Greek artefacts and creating our 
own Ancient Greek museum ready for our Ancient Greek day later in the term. 
 

In English we will be exploring and playing with our word classes, using adjectives 
and adverbial phrases for our descriptive writing. We will be reading Charlie and the 
Chocolate factory and other Roald Dahl stories. We will also be continuing with our 
spelling and English fluency.  

 
Mathematics has moved on to addition and subtraction and we will be breaking down 
the different skills needed to be successful and to be able to solve problems. We will 
also be working on our fluency and arithmetic with daily activities to improve speed 
and understanding. 

 

During Science, we are continuing to take a closer look at the way humans’ process 

food. We have found out what damages teeth and how to look after them. We will be 

moving on to exploring the basic parts of the digestive system and making faeces. 

We will also be learning about some of the different theories explaining evolution, us-

ing the evidence to decide for ourselves what we believe.

In Term 2, we will be continuing to study texts by Charles Dickens and other  
Victorian authors in our English lesson. We are now over halfway through  
Berlie Dohery’s ‘Street Child’, I wonder what will happen to Jim next? 
 

We will be having a Geography focus more this term and investigate how land use in our local 
area has changed over time. We will also be exploring ideas around sustainable farming and 
fishing and different inventions that are used today to try to help the environment. 

We will also continue to study real life personalities who lived in the 1800s  
including Mary Seacole & Florence Nightingale and the impact they have on how we live today. 

In Mathematics, we will be exploring place value and rounding numbers- useful skills when an-
swering our Victorian word problems. Knowing times tables will help with these activities too! 

Finally, in the next couple of weeks, we will be looking closely at paintings by Van Gogh and 
Turner and designing grand Victorian homes in our Design and Technology lessons. These will 
be recorded by the children during our  
Computing sessions too! 

Lots to learn this term!
